A semester, or year, spent over
seas opens a window to a world of new
experience and sheds new light on precon-
ceptions. International study brings fresh
perspectives to career choice, politics and
economics, and human relationships,"
according to the Basic Facts on Study
Abroad pamphlet.

Study Abroad programs are offered at
Lynchburg College through the Interna-
tional Studies office. It is there you can
research and explore the options of over-
seas travel. The Study Abroad office offers
you guidance as to what programs are
available to you as well as helping you
through the application process to ensure
that you can receive full academic credit.

"The staff advises the students on the
numerous study abroad opportunities and
helps them through the application process
and offers pre-departure orientation
sessions, communicates with the students
while they are gone and offers re-enrty
programs when they return," said Sally
Raymont, director of international studies.

"The study abroad office also works in
conjuntion with the career development
center in gving students information about
international careers and the marketing of
their international skills," said Raymont.

This fall 12 students studied overseas.
One was on Study Abroad Australia, four
in London with the Richmond College
Program, two in Melbourne, Australia

Juniors Shea Cashion and Nina Gerrish with
Tower of London Guard in England.
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through a program called Austra Learn,
three on Semster at Sea through the
University of Pittsburg, one at the Univer-
sity of Salzburg Austria for the entire
academic year and one in Paris studied
through American Institute of Foreign
Study, Raymont said.

This spring nine students studied
overseas to programs inAustralia, London |
and France, Raymont said.

Senior Sandy Von Bargen studied
abroad in Valencia, Spain in the spring of
1992 through the University of Virginia
and earned 12 credits towards her minor in g€
Spanish.

"It was the best time of my life,” Von
Bargen said. "It was a learning experience &
that helped me grow in my knowledge of
the world."

Senior Chris Lown, who went to
Grenoble, France in the spring of 1991 said,
"Going abroad was the best college experi-
ence | ever had. Ilearned more abroad in
that one semester that [ did in my three
years at LC."

The study abroad office is trying to
encourage all LC students to take advan-
tage of the programs they have to offer.
This year LC sponsored their first Study
Abroad Fair to help encourage "students,
faculty and staff (to become) more aware
of the study abroad programs that are
available to them," said Raymont.
